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When you read your paper aloud, you may find
typos, missing words, or confusing sentences that
you never noticed before! You use different parts
of your brain when you read silently vs. reading
aloud — you’re aware of each word as you say it &
can’t mentally skim over sections.
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Some writers find it helpful to change the font
size, color, or formatting while editing. It can also
be helpful to print out a hard copy and read
through your paper that way. This can also make it
easier to mark areas you want to work on.
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Spellcheckers can be helpful, but they can also be
distracting and just plain wrong. Uh
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
